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Pre-Operation Maintenance 

Before every operation of your Safe-T-Pull ORIGINAL an inspection and pre-operation maintenance should be 
done to ensure all components are in operating order: 

1. Check hydraulic fluid in the pulling vehicle to make sure levels are adequate.  
2. Check hydraulic hoses for cuts, cracks, pressure bubbles, or other damage. 

NOTE: Steel braiding should NEVER be visible 

3. Check hydraulic fittings for dents, cuts, leaks, or other signs of damage. 
4. Check to make sure all hydraulic hoses are securely fastened to their correct fittings. 
5. Check to make sure all hydraulic cylinders pins are secured with correctly installed hitch clips and/or 

bolts. 
6. Grease the Bull Pull hitch. 

NOTE: If your Safe-T-Pull ORIGINAL is being used continuously, pre-operation maintenance should be done 
before EVERY shift change. 

Product Maintenance 

For proper operation ensure the following equipment is in proper operating condition. 

Hydraulic system 

 Check hydraulic fluid in the pulling vehicle to make sure levels are adequate.  

 Check hydraulic hoses for cuts, cracks, pressure bubbles, or other damage. 
NOTE: Steel braiding should NEVER be visible 

 Check hydraulic fittings for dents, cuts, leaks, or other signs of damage. 

 Check to make sure all hydraulic hoses are securely fastened to their correct fittings. 

 Check to make sure all hydraulic cylinders pins are secured with correctly installed hitch clips and/or 
bolts. 
 

Steel Cable 

 Check to make sure the steel cable is in good condition with no cuts, nicks, frays, or other damage. 

 Check to make sure all cable clamps are securely tightened and installed correctly. 

Centering springs 

 Check to make sure both centering springs are securely fastened 

 Check to make sure both centering springs are in good physical condition with no cuts, scratches, or 
scrapes. 

 Check to make sure the spring is fully retracted without any tension on them. When the puller arm is 
resting on the ground no gap should be visible. If any gap is visible your spring has exceeded its 
maximum weight limit and should be replaced immediately. 

Grease 

 Grease the Bull Pull hitch. 
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Replacement Parts 

Contact your authorized dealer or manufacturer representative to order replacement parts.
